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Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
The feast of the Exaltation of the Precious and Life-creating Cross commemorates three events:

1. finding of the True Cross in 326 by Saint Helena, the mother of the Roman Emperor Constantine the Great,
2. the dedication of churches built by Constantine on the site of the Holy Sepulcher and Mount Calvary and
3. the recovery of the cross from the Persians in 628.

It is one of the Twelve Great Feasts of the Byzantine Church and is observed as a penitential day of fasting and
prayer. The Feast of the Exaltation has a one-day fore-feast and is then commemorated for eight days. It was on
September 14, 335, that the True Cross was first presented for veneration after the dedication of the Church of the
Holy Sepulcher. In the Troparion of the feast, we are reminded of our privilege and responsibility as the Lord's
"inheritance," and our struggles against the evils that surround us, the Church's enemies:

Troparion - Tone 1 (music found in the Teal Pew Book, page 254)

Save your people, O Lord, and bless your inheritance. * Grant victory to your Church over evil, * and protect your
people by your cross.

The Leave-taking (otdanije) of the Feast of the Exaltation is September 21st.
